
Encourage students to describe places from
around Australia which are important to them. 
It could be somewhere in the local community,
where they grew up or family live, or perhaps
somewhere they went on a holiday. 

Drawing on students memories and descriptions
create your own class book version of Advance
Australia Fair. This could be captured through
drawings, digital technology or collecting
photographs.
