
This activity is designed to accompany either Room on our Rock OR Move that Mountain. 
As a class, explore the importance of perspective by reading either book from front to back and then back to front. Focus
on how language is crucial when looking at a challenge or issue from different perspectives. Following the format of the

books, students will then create a story board that demonstrates two sides of a story.
