Introduce the concept of rights and responsibilities - why are they important?

As a class, brainstorm rights in the classroom.
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Narrow down to a list of 5-6 rights and adjust wording as you go.

3 Students vote on the rights they think are the most important using
preferential voting to find a majority. Narrow list down to 3-4 rights.
